NEW RECOLOGY AGREEMENT

EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2021

In October 2020, the City Council approved a 10-year contract
with Recology. The new contract includes program enhancements
to help meet the City’s Zero Waste goal of diverting 90% of
materials from landfill by 2030, and has an expanded organics
collection service that complies with State regulations.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE NEW AGREEMENT INCLUDE:

SINGLE-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS

More Reuse: The On-Call Plus Clean-Up Program has been revamped to
maximize reuse opportunities. Recology will now operate a special route

to carefully collect reusable household items for donation to partner reuse
organizations. This change in operation will send material to people in need
instead of a landfill for disposal. To allow time for these changes and to offset
the associated cost, beginning in 2022, the number of annual clean-up
appointments avail-
able will be reduced
from three to two.
Residents who have
used both appoint-
ments can still obtain
a self-haul voucher
to the SMaRT Station.

Curbside Textile
Recycling: Starting
July 1, 2021, cloth-
ing and other textiles
may be placed in a
clearly marked bag
next to your carts

on collection day.

Recology will partner with local non-profits to donate items
for reuse as part of the expanded On-Call Plus Clean-Up Program.

MULTI-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS
Composting Program: Recology will provide compost collection services
for all complexes.

Bulky Item Collection: Managers of 9+ unit housing will be able to schedule
a twice yearly collection of bulky items (furniture, e-waste, household appliances,
and bagged textiles).

BUSINESSES

Expanded Composting Program:
All businesses will receive compost
collection service to meet the State
organics mandate.

Technical Assistance: Recology
outreach staff will support commer-
cial, multi-family, and school recycling
and composting programs. Specialists
will assist businesses with new State
edible food recovery requirements.

OTHER BENEFITS

New Carts: Replace all recy-
cling and compost containers
with blue (recycling) and green
(compost) containers per State
requirements. Many carts are
old and beyond their normal
lifespan. Beginning in July 2021,
the City will replace containers
using the State required color
coding. The color requirement is
for consistent messaging state-
wide, so no matter where you
live or work the container colors
are the same.

Collection Vehicle Fuel: Switch
from compressed natural gas
(CNG) and regular diesel to
renewable diesel. Renewable
diesel is produced using fats
and vegetable oils. It combusts
more efficiently by emitting

less carbon monoxide and
particulate matter compared

to CNG, and has lower life-cycle
greenhouse gas impacts.

MATERIALS RECOVERY IN MOUNTAIN VIEW

SMART STATION

Ever wonder what happens to Mountain View's garbage, recycling

and compostables? Our system is a bit unique. Recology collects these

materials and delivers them to the Sunnyvale Materials Recovery and
Transfer (SMaRT) Station. Created through a partnership of the cities

of Mountain View, Palo Alto and Sunnyvale, the SMaRT Station® is one
of the largest and most efficient materials recovery facilities in the United

States.

What is Zero Waste?

Zero Waste is a philosophy that embraces not only
our traditional ideas about reduce, reuse, and
recycle, but also modern ideas about considering
the entire life-cycle of products, processes and
systems to eliminate “waste.” Mountain View's
adopted Zero Waste Policy sets quantifiable goals
and commits the City to reducing waste generation
and landfill disposal. The chart illustrates the City’s
past progress in reducing landfill disposal and a
look at where a zero waste strategy could take us.

The City's recycling center is operated
by Recology at 935 Terra Bella Avenue
and provides residents a convenient
location to drop-off extra cardboard
and recyclables including empty
aerosol cans, e-waste, metal scrap,
and textiles (see full list of accepted
items on page 8).

The center is also a State certified
redemption center and is open to
the public for redemption of certain
bottles and cans for the deposit
paid upon purchase. Redeeming
containers at the Mountain View Buy
Back center keeps revenues working
for your community because the
additional revenues are returned to
the utility fund to help keep trash
rates low.

During COVID-19 restrictions, the buy-
back center for bottle and can California
Redemption Value (CRV) is only open
by appointment. Please visit Recology.

Row houses are single-family homes typically
attached to each other with common walls, or slightly
separated. Garages usually face a narrow private drive.

 Check your CCRs for the specified collection location,
especially for units on dead-end drives.

aisle. Carts should be placed in front of garages
or to the side (2 feet from any pipes).

+ Carts must be stored in garages (or side yards

Safety First!

Many rowhouse and townhome developments have small landscape strips located between garages. Sometimes water
and gas lines are located in these areas. Please be careful when placing carts out for service, as the collection truck lifting
arm can accidently hit and damage these pipes. Allow at least 2 feet of clearance between your cart and any pipes.

SB 1383 & FOOD SCRAP COMPOSTING

Effective in 2022, California’s Senate Bill 1383 sets
targets for jurisdictions to keep organics out of the
landfill thereby reducing methane emissions and

giving valuable resources a second life as compost.

Residents with compost (yard trimmings) service
can help reach this statewide goal by placing food
and food-soiled paper in their compost container.

The City's 2018 waste characterization study found
that food scraps and food-soiled paper make up
469% of the material going into resident garbage
carts. This is our greatest opportunity for improve-
ment—we can reduce these materials from going
to the landfill through participation in the curbside
composting program.
