¢ Bulky Item Collection — Twice yearly, residents can arrange for curbside
collection of bulky items and reusable materials at no additional cost

* Free Compost Giveaway Days — Compost will be available three times per year

e Electronic Waste and Shredding Events — Drop off events three times per year
for safely recycling items such as computers, cell phones, and televisions and
secure on-site paper shredding service

* Neighborhood Clean Ups — When requested, bins will be placed in the
community so residents can conveniently discard garbage and recyclable items
