SET OUT GUIDELINES

¢ Total weight not to exceed 250lbs

OR BULKY GOODS

e Limit of 3 items per per bulk pick up.

e Bulky goods are items that weigh more than
50lbs or exceed é6ft in length

* Bulky Goods include discarded furniture; carpets;
mattresses; household appliances including refrigerators,
ranges, washers, dryers, water heaters, and dishwashers.
Electronic equipment such as stereos, televisions,
computers and VCRs.

* No items with oil, diesel, or gasoline

* No pressure treated wood, such as railroad ties
