UNACCEPTABLE ITEMS – NO Household appliances like 
Cooktops, Dishwashers, Fans, Floor Heaters, Ovens, Stoves, 
Refrigerators, Freezers or Household Hazardous Waste. 

Atherton residents can bring a  
MAXIMUM of  3 standard banker boxes  

for secure  on�site destruc�on. 
Maximum box size: 10”x12”x15”. 
Staples and paper clips are okay. 

Proof of residency required.

 Line your kitchen pail with a BPI-certified bag, newspaper, or paper bag to keep it clean. 

 No liners? No problem! Rinse or wipe pail clean as needed to keep it smelling fresh. 

 Prefer to use the dishwasher? Go right ahead! This kitchen pail is dishwasher safe, 
but just make sure to avoid the heat dry setting.

 Empty the contents of your kitchen pail into your green compost cart every 1-2 days 
to prevent odors.

 Extend the 1-2 days suggested limit by placing your pail in the freezer! Freezing the 
contents of your kitchen pail prevents leaks and smells.
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
