Studies have shown that 30% of the

material currently disposed of in California

landfills is compostable. Placing your

compostable materials in your compost

bin instead of your garbage bin prevents

them from producing methane gas in

landfills, and will ensure they live on to

help plants grow and store carbon from the

atmosphere in the soil. All of your food scraps (including produce, meat, bones, bread, and
dairy), coffee filters, paper towels, shredded paper, and even greasy pizza boxes can go in
your green compost bin along with your yard trimmings.

YOUR RECYCLE SERVICE

Plastic recycling can seem complicated. A good general rule is that
nearly all clean and dry plastic containers are recyclable. Container
lids should be left on. Other plastics, such as plastic bags, Styrofoam,
straws, and utensils are not recyclable. Please don’t enclose your

recyclables in plastic bags. They are not opened at our facility and
they can damage our equipment. Find out more about what can go
in your recycle bin at Recology.com/RSMWhatBin.
