Trash Talk with
Your City Leaders

We sat down with Santa Rosa City Council Member, John Sawyer, and
asked him how he does his part to WASTE ZERO.

Q: What lifestyle choices help you get closer to WASTE ZERO?

A: "l don't use plastic bags when | don't have to. | do reuse my reusable shopping bags...and being a
two-member family, our footprint is already fairly small. But we are very cognizant and wherever we can,
we will reduce as much as possible." He goes on and urges "We have to take stronger action to not fill up
our Central Landfill faster than necessary."

Q: Why is this important to you?

A: "As an elected official and member of the Zero Waste Sonoma Board, we have a major interest in having

a locally cited compost facility. That way we don't have to ship our compostables outside of

the county and then back in the county - we can close that loop inside our county." He goes

on to say on the same level of importance "Ensuring the longest life to our landfill is vitally
important on a number of levels."

Q: What WASTE ZERO tips do you have for your fellow Santa Rosans?
- A: "Being diligent about educating yourself. Also, staying well informed about what helps or hinders the
recycling endeavor. Don't contaminate your recycling/composting. Learn as much as you can, make it part of
your lifestyle, and make it your best effort.

SB1383

1. Residents will be
required by Jan. 1, 2022 to
either compost their food scraps at
home or place them in their compost
cart instead of their garbage cart.

2. Nearly all businesses will be required to
have compost collection by Jan. 1, 2022.
3. If your business generates a
significant amount of edible food,
you will be required to donate
food to a pantry or similar
organization.

The name and address on your PG&E account
must match the name and address on your
Recology account. Please note that you may be

asked to verify annually.

California Senate Bill (SB 1383) “Short-lived Climate Pollutants” goes
into effect on January 1, 2022. This California state law requires a
75% reduction of organic material disposed of in landfills and a 20%
increase in edible food recovery by 2025. Studies show that 33%

or more of waste sent to landfills is made up of food, yard debris,
and other organic matter. Landfilled
organic matter creates methane,

a powerful greenhouse gas, that
causes climate change. We must all
do our part at home and at work to
slow climate change by recovering
edible food for hungry people and
composting our food scraps instead
of placing them in the landfill.

El Proyecto de Ley del Senado de California (SB 1383)
“Contaminantes Climéticos de Corta Duracién” tomara efecto el 1 de
enero de 2022. Esta ley estatal de California requiere una reduccién
del 75% del material organico que se tira en los vertederos de
basura y un aumento del 20% en la recuperacion de alimentos
comestibles para el afio 2025. Los estudios muestran que el 33%

0 mas de los desechos enviados a los vertederos de basura estan
compuestos de alimentos, desechos de jardin y otra materia organica.
La materia organica que termina en los vertederos de basura crea
metano, un poderoso gas de efecto invernadero, el cual causa el
cambio climético. Todos debemos hacer nuestra parte, en la casa y
en el trabajo, para frenar el cambio climético recuperando alimentos
comestibles para las personas que padecen hambre y compostando
los restos de comida en lugar de tirarlos al vertedero de basura.

Los hogares de Santa Rosa pueden ser elegibles para'un ’
descuento del 15% en su factura de Recology, a través de
programa Recology Cares. Al participar en el programa

Batteries: Batteries are considered hazardous
waste material. However, Santa Rosa residents
can place their batteries in a sealed Ziplock
bag on top of their recycling cart for
curbside pick-up.
Baterias/Pilas: Las baterias se consideran
un material de desecho peligroso.

Clean your recyclables: When recycling your
different items make sure to clean and dry them
before putting them in your bin! Water-wise tip
- use dirty dishwater and/or a used napkin. For
example, this peanut butter jar would be ok.
