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Trash Talk with
Your County Leaders

We sat down with County Supervisor, Susan Gorin, and asked her how
she does her part to WASTE ZERO.

O: What lifestyle choices help you get closer to WASTE ZERO?

A: "l am obsessive about composting food scraps and so intrigued by all the various things you can putin
the green bin. | am close to moving back into the house | lost in the fires, and that's where | had my own
home compost operation... But for right now it is so convenient to just toss my organics in my green bin! |
am so thankful it's not just my food scraps that | can compost, but we can put bones, paper, or food soiled
cardboard in there too. | am also obsessive about reusing and recycling as much as possible. If there is any
way that those glass containers can be reused for jams, jellies, or vinegars - | will try to do that!"

Q: Why is this important to you?

A: "We have one planet, and we better take care of it. That means reducing the stuff that we

use, and the stuff that we throw in the landfill. It is very, very difficult to find another location
for a landfill. We have to minimize what we purchase."

O: What WASTE ZERO tips do you have for your fellow Sonoma County Neighbors?
A: "Be aware of products that are coming on the market that will help reduce plastic and waste in general.
And try to phase out plastics. But if you do get plastic, figure out how to reuse it!"

1. Residents will be
required by Jan. 1, 2022 to
either compost their food scraps at
home or place them in their compost
cart instead of their garbage cart.

3. If your business generates a
significant amount of edible food,
you will be required to donate
food to a pantry or similar
organization.

California Senate Bill (SB 1383) “Short-lived Climate Pollutants” goes
into effect on January 1, 2022. This California state law requires a
75% reduction of organic material disposed of in landfills and a 20%
increase in edible food recovery by 2025. Studies show that 33%

or more of waste sent to landfills is made up of food, yard debris,
and other organic matter. Landfilled
organic matter creates methane,

a powerful greenhouse gas, that
causes climate change. We must all
do our part at home and at work to
slow climate change by recovering
edible food for hungry people and
composting our food scraps instead
of placing them in the landfill.
