o Electronics (computers, TVs, copiers, and other
consumer electronics)

* Fluorescent light tubes (residential only, up to 6
tubes, must be less than 6 feet)

« Latex & oil-based paint (up to 10 gallons)

« Used motor antifreeze (up to 10 gallons)

« Used motor oil (up to 15 gallons) & oil filters

o Mattresses (up to 5 mattresses, drop off at the
Shoreway Transfer Station)
