@What plastics are recyclable?
A: Rigid plastic containers numbers 1, 2, and 5 (i.e. bottles, tubs, or jugs) can be recycled. Plastics that are A
not containers (i.e. bags, straws, utensils, or polystyrene foam) should go in the garbage bin.

Make
sure the paper product does
not have a lining that usually
appears as a "shiny" surface.

small pieces that pollute the
surrounding area.

MEAT AND CHEESE

Meat and cheese can be placed
in your compost cart. The
compost facilities process this
material at high temperatures
killing any dangerous bacteria.

RECYCLE

ICE CREAM TUB

Ice cream tubs, milk cartons,
and aseptic containers (i.e. shelf
stable milk and soup cartons)
are recyclable as long as they
are clean and dry.

GARBAGE

If the surface of a paper to-

go container has a reflective
quality to the surface oris
"shiny" it likely has a plastic
coating and cannot be recycled
or composted.

ALUMINUM FOIL

Under pressure these can
explode causing serious harm
to our workers and damage to
our facilities.

Clean & dry aluminum foil can
be balled up and recycled.

It must be at least the size

of a baseball, so it does not
fall through our filters. Items
smaller than 3in can't be
recycled.

NO BAGGED RECYCLABLES
NO RECICLABLES EN BOLSAS

Keep your items loose! Bagging
recyclables means those items
can't be recovered and the bag
can gum up our machines. 4
