@What plastics are recyclable?
A: Rigid plastic containers numbers 1, 2, and 5 (i.e. bottles, tubs, or jugs) can be recycled. Plastics that are A -
not containers (i.e. bags, straws, utensils, or polystyrene foam) should go in the garbage bin. Los recipientes
de plastico rigido (es decir, botellas, tarrinas, jarras o vasos) se pueden reciclar.

@What's the problem with single-use plastics and polystyrene?
A: Most of these materials are not recyclable. The resources that went into making them cannot be recovered and
made into something new, instead they are wasted after one use. These materials also frequently end up as litter
and pollute our natural spaces, waterways, and ocean causing harm to animals and our environment. La mayoria de
estos materiales no son reciclables.

@What happens to the plastics in my recycle bin?
A: Recology hauls them to our recycling sorting facility in Santa Rosa, where plastics (along with glass, cardboard, paper,
and metals) are sorted out. All of the plastics and most of the other materials are sold to California buyers who recycle them
in the state.

Under pressure these can
explode causing serious harm
to our workers and damage to
our facilities.

Items
smaller than 3in can't be
recycled.

Keep your items loose! Bagging
recyclables means those items
can't be recovered and the bag
can gum up our machines.
