The Lawn Be Gone rebate is available to all Menlo
Park Municipal Water customers to supplement the cost of
converting their water intensive grass to a colorful drought
tolerant landscape. A minimum of 200 square feet of lawn
must be converted and applicants must get a site pre-
inspection before installation to qualify.

Did you file your taxes and need those confidential
documents shredded? Do you have piles of office
paperwork lying around from working at home? If you
answered “Yes" to these questions, you're in luck!

Residents and businesses can prevent identity theft by
shredding sensitive documents at the City’s popular free
shredding event. Confidential document destruction
includes items such as receipts, checks, pre-approved
credit applications, credit card statements, outdated tax
returns, pre-printed envelopes, return address labels
and business cards. Participants are limited to three
boxes (10" x 12” x 15") per vehicle and materials will

be shredded on-site. Documents with paper clips and
staples are acceptable.

Do not bring any e-waste or household hazardous
waste materials.

Please follow these guidelines:

e Please label “Shred only” on any shredding materials
and leave them in the trunk.

¢ |t is recommended to remove all other personal items
from the trunk to avoid any accidents.
