Must provide ID or proof of resi- 
dency when presenting the 
coupon at the transfer station.

Residents can dispose of unwanted 
light bulbs, paint, household and 
automotive batteries, and antifreeze 
for free.

Contact Recology for one-gallon 
containers and oil filter bags. One 
filter bag and two one-gallon used 
motor oil jugs accepted at a time. 
Recology also picks up cooking 
oil, no more than one gallon, in it’s 
original bottle with a screw on top. 
Place next to your recyclables cart 
by 5 AM on service day.
