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Milk cartons, juice boxes, coffee cups, and
coated paper plates are not recyclable. They
are made with a difficult-to-separate mix of
paper and plastic layers. Put them in the
landfill bin.

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Plastic bags, shrink wrap, and film plastics get
tangled in machines and stop the sorting process.
Workers cannot see what items are inside bags,
which also slows sorting. Decline plastic bags and
avoid using film plastics when possible. They go
into the landfill.

Glass bottles and jars, plastic bottles, jugs, and
tubs, metal cans and aluminum foil, paper, and
cardboard are made for the blue bin!

Hazardous waste does not belong in any curbside
collection carts. Batteries, oil, paint, sharps, chemicals,
aerosols, and pressurized containers pose fire

and health risks to workers, equipment, and the
environment.

A Recology Vallejo driver recently had a close call
with a truck fire likely started by a battery, lighter, or
flammable household cleaner tossed into a collection
cart. While doing his route, the driver noticed smoke
coming from the back of his truck and quickly found
a large open area to dump the contents. The Fire
Department came and extinguished the blaze.
Fortunately, the driver and the truck were unscathed.

Vallejo firefighters put out a blaze that started in a Recology
truck probably by batteries or other discarded household
hazardous waste.

It's crucial to dispose of potentially dangerous items
properly.

(Batteries, Oil, Paint, Antifreeze) Recycling Facility,
2021 Broadway, is open 8 AM to 3:30 PM Thursdays
through Saturdays for free drop-off of these items and
a few others in limited quantities.
