1.	 Remove all decorations, tinsel, and tree stands.
2.	 Cut tree into three-foot sections.
3.	 Place small branches/pieces inside the cart.
4.	 Make sure your organics cart is at the curb alongside your tree.

What should I do if I have more 
cardboard than will fit in my 
recycle cart?

Cut the boxes 
into smaller 
pieces or 
flatten them 

so that they 
are no larger than 3’ x 3’ 

in size. Stack them and set them 
next to your recycle cart for 
collection.

Is it OK to bag my recyclables?
When putting recyclables in your 
blue or brown bin, keep them 
loose. 

When 
recyclables  
are bagged,  
they can be 
mistaken as 
garbage and 
may end up in 
the landfill.
