General Guidelines for All Trees:

e Remove the tree stand.

e Remove all decorations: lights, ornaments, tinsel, etc.

¢ Plastic / flocked trees cannot be composted and must
go in landfill.

e If you live in an apartment building, ask the landlord
to set up one day for tree collection for the building.

Curbside Collection:

Bay Cities Refuse
¢ No date restrictions: put your tree on the curb or cut it
to fit in your green bin. Trees 7ft+ must be cut in half.

Marin Sanitary Service
e 1/6/25 - 1/17/25 place your tree on the curb on your
regular collection day. Trees 6 ft+ must be cut in half.
e Or, cut your holiday tree into pieces and place it in
your green compost cart, as long as the lid closes.
e Trees set out after 1/17/25 may be collected for $5.00.
Customers must call to request pick-up after 1/17/25.

Mill Valley Refuse Service
e 1/2/25 - 1/19/25 place your tree on the curb on your
regular collection day. Trees 5 ft+ must be cut in half.
e Or, cut your holiday tree into pieces and place it in
your green compost cart, as long as the lid closes.
o After 1/19/25 an additional fee may apply.

Recology Sonoma Marin
e For customers in Novato: 1/6/25 - 1/10/25 place your
tree on the curb, or cut up the tree and place in your
cart (lid must close).
¢ For customers in West Marin: Either cut up the tree to
fit inside your green cart (lid must close), or drop off
your tree at a drop-off location.

Tamalpais Community Services District
e 1/7/25 - 1/10/25 place your tree on the curb on your
regular collection day.
¢ Or, cut your holiday tree into 2 foot pieces and place it
in your green compost cart, as long as the lid closes.
¢ $30 charge for collection before 1/7 or after 1/10.

For the bookworm:

e Give them a gift card to their favorite local
bookstore so they can pick out their next
read.

e Gift an audiobook subscription!

If you need to gift a physical item:

e Visit a local craft fair to buy a handmade
item from a local artisan - there are many
craft fairs throughout the Bay Area during
the holiday season!

e Visit a local small business in Marin -
support the local economy while avoiding
the waste that comes with shipping.

e Prioritize items that will last: if you are
giving a physical item, try to consider items
that will last a very long time.

e Try secondhand stores! There are great
items to be found at secondhand stores that
can be given new life as a gift to a loved one.

e Ifyou’re wrapping a physical gift -
remember that wrapping paper is not
recyclable or compostable. Opt for gift bags
that can be used year after year, or use
unlined Kraft paper and twine for natural
wrapping that can be composted.
